Retirement

Allen Mitchell is officially retiring from Snohomish County effective December 15, 2011 to pursue what Arlington County, Virginia has to offer.  His last day in the office will be November 10th, but he will be available via email.  If anyone is interested in the Snohomish County Fleet Equipment Manager’s position, please forward a resume’ to Allen before November 10, 2011 and he will forward to his Director.

This also leaves a vacancy within PFMA – Vice President and Legislative Liaison.  If you are interested in this position, please contact any PFMA Officer.  Once nominations/volunteers have been secured, a ballot will be sent to members for voting.  Term would begin January 1, 2012 and new VP will be introduced at our January meeting.

Dick Weston thanked Allen for sharing his wealth of information and resources throughout the years and wished him well in his new ventures.  Others added their comments of appreciation.
General Discussion & Future Topics

· Where are we regarding alternative fuel mandate HB1303?  This bill was overruled in 2010 – postponing mandate deadline until 2018.  As written, the bill states that one must meet requirements “to the extent practical” – what does this mean.  Will verbage ever be clear?  Regulatory cutbacks are probable regarding implementation due to state of economy (i.e. fuel tank inspections, etc.) and keep in mind that although HB 1303 was postponsed, your local officials may have their own mandate(s).
· Snohomish County has installed electrical charging units intended for use by public and county vehicles.  Have experienced difficulties with compatibility issues since units were procured from three different vendors.  Each EV model communicates with a unique “card” and is programmed to synch with certain units.  Until problem is worked out, units will be free for public use – although they have not publicized the availability much yet.  King County will begin charging $4 per charging session soon at their stations.
· If your agency/municipality is along the I-5 Corridor you may be interested in ecotality grants that are available regarding electrical charging stations.

· Thurston County is interested if anyone has a written policy for replacement funding.  Is your plan based on $$ basis or product based?  Snohomish County does not include any item under $5000; Tacoma includes rolling stock only; Pierce County includes public work or road work equipment only; Kirkland only includes items that have a license plate or are drivable/rideable.  These are working policies, but not much is actually in writing.  Although there is an RCW that states Public Works equipment must be included, with others as recommended/requested.
· Is everyone aware of the new requirements of certification of your on-site staff if you own an underground fueling station?  Evidently there are two levels of certification – be sure to investigate if you fall in this category.

· General discussion regarding the benefits/pitfalls of pursuing Fleet Operations Management certification.  APWA offers a program that requires high commitment and a five year renewal.  NAFA offers two tracts of certification:  Fleet Supervisor and Fleet Manager.  Some found certification beneficial when dealing with local council or when applying for other positions.  Others did not see a benefit as they aren’t part of public works.  Still others initiated a pay differential for staff that accomplished fleet certification.

· Is it possible for PFMA to coordinate Fleet Certification opportunities?  Should not be an issue.

· Anyone know of contract opportunities for a 22 foot aluminum jet boat?  Cowlitz County is looking to purchase a new river patrol vehicle.  Thurston County may have some information that will help.

On October 1, the Department of General Administration became part of the new Department of Enterprise Services (DES).  It is expected that a consolidated approach in management and administration, and in time, a single revised procurement statute, will leverage and maximize DES staff talent and offer enhanced services.
The Office of State Procurement (OSP) is a central services contracting and procurement unit.  OSP will continue as its own program under Contract & Legal Division of DES managing approximately 290 contracts valued at one billion dollars annually (Team 3:  140 contracts/390 million annually).
Team 3 contracts tend to be WSDOT centric and includes vehicles, heavy equipment, fuels and auto parts and accessories.  The DES website (http://www.des.wa.gov/) is a public website that is still evolving.  For now, it links to the familiar GA webpage that allows views to perform contract searches and look up OSP staff and commodities.
